
During the 1800’s, there was no standard badge for the Los Angeles County Sheriff’s 

Department.  The badges worn by early deputies were made of sheet silver and hand engraved 

with the words:  L.A. COUNTY DEPUTY SHERIFF or DEPUTY L.A. COUNTY 

SHERIFF.   The badge issued to the Sheriff was gold and engraved:  L.A. COUNTY SHERIFF.
